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The Democratic Republicans: Jefferson, Madison, and Monroe – PPT NOTES
Thomas Jefferson: 3rd President (1800-1808)
1. Who ran for President in the election of 1800?
Federalists: John Adams & Charles Pinckney
Democratic-Republicans: Thomas Jefferson & Aaron Burr
2. Who decided the election of 1800? The House of Reps decides the winner.
3. Because of his dislike of Burr, Hamilton encouraged Congressmen to vote for Jefferson.

4. Who won the election of 1800? Jefferson was elected president and Burr was elected vice-president.

5. Jefferson wanted a “laissez-faire” government. What does that mean? let the people do as they choose
6. Jefferson felt the nation should be made up of small, independent farmers and that the economy should be based on agriculture.
7. Under Jefferson, the government ended the unpopular Alien & Sedition Acts as well as repealed the tax on Whiskey.
Marbury vs. Madison:
8. Before he left office, who did Adams appoint as the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court? 
    John Marshall
9. Just before Adams left office, he was appointing Federalist judges to fill as many federal justice positions as he could before his time ran out, including one named William Marbury. 

10. What 1803 Supreme Court case established the process of “judicial review”? 

       Marbury v. Madison
11. What are the 3 principles of judicial review? What does it mean? Increased the power of the Supreme Court and the federal government
A. The U.S. Constitution is the supreme law of the land
B. In conflicts with any other laws, the Constitution wins
C. The job of the Judicial Branch is to uphold the Constitution and only they can determine if a law is constitutional or not.
The Louisiana Purchase and the Lewis and Clark Expedition

12. Spain had secretly given the Louisiana Territory back to France and their new leader Napoleon. The U.S became worried and offered to buy the city of New Orleans.
13. From which country did the U.S. purchase the Louisiana Territory? France
14. In the year1803 the Louisiana Purchase doubled the size of the U.S.
15. Who did Jefferson send to explore the Louisiana Territory? Meriwether Lewis and William Clark.
16. The Lewis & Clark expedition left St. Louis in 1804 and was later joined and helped by a Shoshone woman named Sacagawea
17. The goals of the Lewis and Clark expedition were:

1. Find a water route that stretched across the continent
2. Establish good relations with Native Americans
3. Describe the plants, animals, and landscape they saw
18. Zebulon Pike was sent by Jefferson to explore the southern half of the Louisiana Territory, describing the Great Plains as a useless desert.
19. In 1804, Burr still angry at him, challenged Hamilton to a duel and shot and killed him. 
20. Britain again began kidnapping American sailors/citizens, also known as impressment.
21. In order to punish Britain, Jefferson passed the Embargo Act of 1807, banning imports and exports to and from ALL foreign countries but the law backfired and instead ruined the American economy and caused an economic depression.
James Madison: 4th President (1809-1817)
22. James Madison was elected the 4th U.S. President in 1808.

23. Tecumseh a Shawnee chief, tried to build a Native American confederacy, hoping to stop white movement onto their land.

24. William Henry Harrison killed the Prophet, Tecumseh’s brother, at the Battle of Tippecanoe, forcing Tecumseh to form an alliance with the British.
25. The War Hawks in Congress demanded war with Britain.

26. The main “War Hawks” were Henry Clay from Kentucky, John C. Calhoun from South Carolina and Andrew Jackson from Tennessee. 
The War of 1812: U.S. vs. Great Britain (1812-14):
27. Because of British impressment of American sailors and their interference in conflicts between the   U.S. and Native Americans, Congress declared war against Britain in the year 1812. 
28. At the Battle of Lake Erie, Oliver H. Perry becomes an American naval hero.
29. The American ship U.S.S. Constitution, also called “Old Ironsides” won several major naval battles against the British.
30. In 1814 the British sailed to Washington, D.C. and burned down the White House and the Capitol.
31. The British then marched to Baltimore, Maryland and bombarded Fort McHenry.
32. Francis Scott Key watched the bombardment from a British ship and wrote “Star Spangled Banner” to describe the Battle of Fort McHenry.
33. The Treaty of Ghent ended the War of 1812 in the year 1814.
34. The terms of the Treaty of Ghent were: 

1. No land changed hands
2. There was no clear winner (a tie).
35. After the treaty was signed, Andrew Jackson soundly defeated a much larger British army in the Battle of New Orleans in January of 1815, becoming an American war hero.
36. After the War of 1812:
1. Americans gained a new respect from foreign nations. 

2. Americans also developed patriotism and stronger national identity.

3. American manufacturing greatly increased, paving the way for the American Industrial Revolution.

James Monroe: 5th President (1817-1824)
37. After two terms as President, Madison decided not to run for a third. In the Election of 1816, James Monroe won 16 out of 19 states and becomes our 5th President.
The Era of Good Feelings:
38. The time period during Monroe’s presidency became known as “The Era of Good Feelings”, a period in American history when patriotism and nationalism were very high, political differences disappeared, the federal government was strengthened, manufacturing was up, the economy was good, and internal improvements were being made.
Adams-Onis Treaty

39. In 1818, Monroe sent Andrew Jackson to the border of Spanish Florida     to prevent slave runaways and Native American attacks on Georgia.
40. Jackson decided to instead invade Florida, causing Spain to demand his removal.

41. The U.S. offered to buy Florida and the two countries agreed to the Adams-Onis Treaty of 1819. The terms of this treaty were:

A. Spain ceded all of Florida to the United States for five million dollars.
B. Spain gave up all claims in the Oregon Territory.
C. The U.S. gave up any claims to territory in Texas.
Missouri Compromise

42. After problems were caused by Missouri wanting to enter the U.S.as a Slave state, Henry Clay from Kentucky, came up with the Missouri Compromise of 1820. These were the terms:

A. Missouri would enter as a slave state.

B. Maine would enter as a free state

C. Slavery would be prohibited in the Louisiana Territory north of the 36’30N line of latitude.

The Monroe Doctrine

43. After losing numerous of its Central and South American colonies to their own revolutions, Spain and other European Nations planned a massive invasion to regain its lost colonies.
44. In response, U.S. Secretary of State John Q. Adams and James Monroe announced the Monroe Doctrine, in 1823. This statement declared that no European nation would be allowed to enter the western hemisphere for further colonization purposes or to regain lost colonies.
45. As a result, the United States became the protector of the Western Hemisphere from then on.
The American System

46. In order to move the U.S. forward to compete with other nations, Henry Clay from Kentucky came up with a plan called the “American System.”
47. This plan called for internal improvements such as:

A. Improved transportation methods (canals, highways, and railroads)

B. More protective tariffs on imported goods

C. More national banks

48. Many Southerners resented the American System because very few of the improvements were going to the south. They accused the Western and Northern states of teaming up against them.
49. Because of this, Sectionalism, which means having loyalty to your own territory, or section, rather than to the country as a whole truly started to take root.
