·   Began on January 30, 1933 - 1 month after Hitler came into power.

·    Enacted a serious laws 

·    Jews were no longer free:  all rights and freedoms taken away.

·    Political, economic, citizenship, institutions & Synagogues destroyed.         

·    Adults were branded with numbers

·    Boys 12 and over sent to the munitions factories

·    Ages 6  and up were made to wear the “YELLOW STAR OF DAVID”                                                                       badge 

The Camp Structure

Ghettos

· City-Districts in which German’s forced the Jewish population live under miserable conditions.

· Unsanitary Overcrowded Starvation Epidemics

· Largest Ghetto:  Warsaw, Poland 400,000 people.

· The Germans built 400 Ghetto’s

Concentration Camps

· These were forced labor camps.

· Brutality, Starvation 

Extermination Camps

· These were camps that were meant to eliminate Jews, Socialists, Gypsies, Jehovah’s Witnesses, German Communists, Homosexuals, and persons of socially deviant behavior.

· January 20, 1942
· Mass murder of European Jews during WWII by Hitler.

· Over 6 Million Deaths
